Recommended Natural Tree and Ravine Demarcation Line between NMUSA and the North-36 MWR Golf Facility
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The RED demarcation line indicating the limit of the NMUSA construction was provided at the Public Information Meeting on February 28, 2008. This line leaves an area (depicted in yellow) of some 69 acres of useable terrain for NMUSA construction. In contrast, the Pence Gate Site comprising an area of 41 acres was deemed adequate to meet NMUSA requirements in the Army’s Site Feasibility Study August 20, 2008. There should be a 100 to150 foot buffer between the NMUSA and the Golf Course. The RED demarcation line follows the natural tree and ravine terrain boundary. It would provide the essential visual and acoustic buffer between the two entities. There is adequate room within this buffer to accommodate secruity and safety requirements.  The 69 arce yellow area should provide adequate space to meet NMUSA design requirements.  
 The BLUE demarcation line was shown on the A-36 Scheme in the Feasibility Study.  Concerned MWR Patrons’s “Comments to the draft Environamental Assessment” November 7, 2008 cited this encroachment of Gunston 12 as unnecessary parking space and unjustified.  
 Apparently, these concerns for the environment and project cost were ignored as the SOM A-E Initial Design appears to further encroach on the natural tree and environmentally sensitive ravine buffer.  The GREEN line was derived from the March 2009, “Drilling Chart overlaid on SOM A-E Initial Design”.  
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
